Diocesan Advisory Committee (DAC)

The DAC comprises individuals with a collective expertise in matters of art, architecture, archaeology, planning, design, liturgy and building.  Their experience both within the diocese and nationally is considerable.  Many also have experience at the receiving end of the Faculty system, so that in carrying out its function of ensuring that work is appropriate and well executed, the DAC is not unsympathetic to the problems faced by parishes.
 

Members of the DAC give their time without charge and encourage parishes to seek their advice from the earliest possible stage of the development of a project.

Although the DAC has a formal role, it is always available to offer informal advice to parishes at any time.
