Matters arising 
       i.    In response to questions raised regarding the level of DCM contribution to WYEC and 

             CRC, Adrian reported that 2010 annual accounts had been received from WYEC. CRC had
      
not responded to this request but Adrian Alker produced a letter dated December 2010
       
confirming  the diocese’s commitment to continue funding albeit at a reduced rate until
        2013. Bishop James commented that the level of contribution to WYEC was a measure of

        commitment to the importance of the work of the council. He indicated that Church

        Leaders would keep the CRC contribution under review. It was agreed that no further
        action was required but that DCM be aware and keep a watching brief.
 ii.    Tim Hurren had some suggestions of people who may be interested in serving on the

        Human Sexuality group and would pass those names to Gabrielle Syme.

iii.    Adrian Alker had now viewed the facilities at Gracious Street Methodist Church,
        Knaresborough as a venue for the joint DCM/MRT Away Day on 25th February 2012 and 
        confirmed this as the venue. The suggested timing was 9.30am to 1.30pm to include lunch. 

        Members were asked to offer suggestions to Adrian for a central theme for the half day.
iv.   Dioceses Commission: Adrian reported that he is to meet with the Bishop of Pontefract  and

       the Archdeacon of Craven on 29th November for further discussion regarding the proposals.

v.    Adrian reported that the Joint Anglican/Methodist Racial Justice group has held a very 
       successful Celebration Service for Racial  Justice Sunday. Adrian expressed his thanks to 

       Revd Ade Lawal and Deacon Al Henry for arranging  this. 

5      Healing Task Group. 

         Revd Sue Reilly, Chair of the Healing Task Group distributed a comprehensive report on
         behalf of that group detailing the work carried out to date and plans for future ministry . A
         copy of the report is attached. It was clear from the survey that parishes required more 
         training for healing ministry. Sue Reilly was in discussion with Liz Williams and Paul Hooper 
         to arrange this with potential dates June/July 2012. Such training would include 
         training on Deliverance ministry. An Ecumenical service for St Lukestide is being arranged      

         at the cathedral for 21st October 2012 and a weekend retreat between 20th to 22nd July 
         2012 at Wydale, led by Janet Morley
         A full programme would be available by December ready to be advertised.
        Terms of reference of the group were then discussed and some alterations suggested. Tim

        Hurren and Adrian Alker are to redraft the wording. To include under aims bullet point 4
        after  ‘weekends’ suggested word to read ‘to promote spiritual development for 
        congregations and individuals’. Under section headed Administration remove bullet point 6 
        regarding quorate meetings and under bullet point 3 add The chair and members will serve 

        for a period of three years which is renewable. The terms of reference was the approved

        following those amendments. Adrian thanked Sue for convening the task group and

        for putting together an ambitious programme and offered the help of DCM

        if assistance was needed especially in finding new members.

6     DCM Terms of reference

        The terms of reference document was submitted prior to the meeting. Following discussion

        it was agreed that Adrian would redraft incorporating those comments that had 

        been made and agreed upon. They would then be forwarded to Bishop James and Tim 
       Hurren for comment prior to being presented to Bishop’s Council for approval.
        The Council for Mission digest was well received and it was felt ideal for deanery 

        representatives to present at Deanery meetings. It was suggested that it should be made 
        available after the council had met and that the wording be more direct. Thanks was 
        expressed to Adrian for his work on these papers.
7     Schedule of presentations for MRT officers and task groups for 2012.

       Adrian submitted a suggested schedule, which was accepted with the proviso that a 

       maximum of two presentations be made at each meeting and the programme be extended

      over a further six months. The schedule was a draft and was dependent on any other urgent

      matters presenting themselves.

8    Communication to the parishes
       Although information was available on the website it was felt that hard copy of the 
       quarterly bulletin and other publications was still necessary as people are more likely to 
      read hard copy and pass it on (especially in the light of experience at the Cathedral as 

      reported by Dean Keith Jukes). It was agreed that when sending out the quarterly bulletin it 
      should incorporate  a note inviting people to copy any article for the parish magazine.
