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CHAPEL OF THE HOLY SPIRIT CLOSES

After more than 40 years as a venue for Deaf worship the Chapel of the
Holy Spirit, in Centenary House, the Leeds centre for Deaf and Blind
people, is now closed. Why did it close? For some time now, especially
after CohearentVision (Leeds Society for Deaf and Blind People) lost the
city council s contract for welfare servic
lier this year, there have been considerable doubts about the future vi-
ability of the centre, which is losing the society a considerable amount

of money as long as it remains open. The management have been
struggling to find a solution, one of which was to rent out rooms for
meeting spaces or offices. The rooms on the ground floor, including the
chapel, were cleared for this purpose, and that is why it had to close.
The Deaf Sports and Social Club continues to meet on the first floor, but
its future remains uncertain. As Rachel explains below, we are making
alternative arrangements to keep the regular Sunday and Tuesday
church services going. The chapel was dedicated for use by both Church
of England and Roman Catholic congregations, although the RC mem-
bers ceased using it last year, when their signed mass was moved to a
parish church. The Chapel of the Holy Spirit was the last Deaf chapel in
our 3 dioceses. Dewsburyds closed in 2009
Chapels at Bradford, Halifax, Huddersfield and Wakefield were all closed
before 2000.

Bob Shrine led two special farewell and thanksgiving services in the
Chapel of the Holy Spirit on Tuesday 5th July for the OAP group, and on
Sunday 17th for the regular Sunday evening congregation. Bob had
prepared special liturgy and prayers for remembering the past and say-

ing goodbye. Members stood and described their memories. Bob ex-
plained the idea that ending also means a new beginning. That is diffi-
cult when we did not know where we could meet in the future. Faith is
about stepping into the unknown and trusting God for our future to-
gether, so we had a big test of our faith. We sang and signed Guide me
O thou great Jehovah . Rev Rachel led prayers. On Sunday evening we
placed all the important things we use for our services, the cup and
plate, the reading stands, the lovely font, made by Sheila Keech, the
Register of Services, and so on, on or by the altar, and Bob prayed a
blessing on them. We have since been packing everything away and it

Is a very very sad thing to have to do. We will keep our things in the
Parish Church Hall until we find a permanent new home. For now we are
going to meet on Sunday evenings at St Gemma's Hospice, Moortown,
Leeds, in their beautiful modern chapel, and for the OAP meetings and
worship we will gather in the Youth Club lounge on the first floor at
Centenary House.

When Bob arrived in 1999 there was a monthly service of Holy Com-
munion in the social area of Bradford Deaf Centre on a Wednesday
morning, when the 55 Club met. This service was led by the Revd
Canon George Moffat, Rector of Manningham, in which parish the Deaf
Centre is situated, with the help of an interpreter. The chapel upstairs
had been converted to an office for social workers some years before.
In 2002 a new service was started at Holy Trinity, Skipton, and some
members from this service attended the 55 Club in Bradford. By this
time the congregation at the Deaf Centre had dwindled to two, and the
service was closed, to be replaced by a Bible Study group for the Skip-
ton members, with Bradford members joining later. Rachel used to at-
tend this group regularly for some years, before her other commitments
prevented her. This group continues to meet on the 2 "d \Wednesday of
each month. We have looked at many topics, like exploring the creed as
a way to learn about what Christians believe, what the Bible is, how it
was put together, and what is in it, and Deaf perspectives on the Bible
and the Christian faith. We are currently following the story of Israel
through the Old Testament.

Il n the summer of 2003 St Augustinebs Chur c
cliffe, (Photograph below) invited us to run a deaf awareness workshop,

and there was so much interest that a new service of Holy Communion

in sign language started there in October of that year, and continues to

meet there at 3 pm on the 4 " Sunday of each month.

Il n 2004 a Deaf man started attending his
Lane Church, a Methodist/Baptist/URC partnership, off Toller Lane and
Duckworth Lane, near Bradford Royal Infirmary, (photograph below)
and the couple asked Bob to lead their wedding service there. Ever
since then Lynn Lawson, a member of our team, now a qualified inter-
preter, has been interpreting at the morning service there on the 3
Sunday of each month, with two or three Deaf people attending. Occa-
sionally, Deaf members provide input to the service through dramatised
Bible readings and signing the songs, with the congregation joining in
the chorus, and Bob preaches there from time to time. The minister,
Lynn Britten, and the congregation, have always made us feel welcome,
and part of their church, and some members have learned to sign.

Last year, while talking to members of the Bradford 55 Club, we found

that some of them used to go to church some years ago, and missed at-
tending services now. So we agreed to start a service of Holy Commun-

ion there at 10.45 am on the 4 ™ Wednesday of each month. This alter-
nated with the Bible Study group meeting on the 2 "d Wednesday. The
new service has been very successful, attracting a regular congregation

of 8 -12 members, some of whom have started coming to the Bible

Study group as well. They seem to be pleasantly surprised that the ser-

vices are very relaxed and easy to understand, unlike the services they

used to go to before.

So, each month Deaf people in Bradford have a choice of two signed
services (Sunday afternoon or Wednesday morning), an interpreted ser-
vice (Sunday morning), and a Bible Study group (Wednesday morning).
Several members attend more than one of these.
